Refining User Research and Creating Personas
o Create user personas from the interviews to represent the goals and behaviors of the users within the system.

Synthesis of User Research, Journey Maps, and User Flows
o Continue to synthesize results of user research to find patterns.
o Create a journey map for your project.
o Think through the different features of the system by building user flows.

o Take the written narrative to the next level through sketching and improvising using techniques such as storyboarding and bodystorming.

Wireframing, Sketching, Prototyping

o Practice a sketching session for an existing website or mobile application of your choice. Start with sketching on a whiteboard or your
notebook.

o Sketch wireframes for your class project.
o Learn the power of prototyping and testing an idea. Understand different methods of prototyping and their levels of fidelity.

o Discuss the motivation behind the prototyping, such as newly discovered user goals, business needs and improved functionality.

o Clearly list the assumptions and test your concepts. Work on multiple iterations of the prototype based on the test results.
